Focus:

This week we have been talking about letting the Holy Spirit mold us into the image of God. One way we do this is by learning to recognize the voice of God as we go about our daily lives. God can show up in so 
many different ways. He appeared to Moses in a spectacular fire of a burning bush. In the scripture that we read today, God appeared to 
His worn out prophet Elijah in a whisper of a voice. What might God’s voice look like in our lives?

I’ve often realized God was trying to speak to me when I started hearing a message repeatedly over a period of time. For example about a year ago, I went on a one-day retreat at the Fatima Retreat Center in Indianapolis. I thought I had an idea about what I needed to work on while I was there, but God had something else in mind. As I was praying, a scripture kept popping into my head. “The joy of the Lord is my strength,” from Nehemiah 8:10. It sounded vaguely familiar. I remembered that earlier that week, I had listened to a radio broadcast on joy and that my pastor had preached on joy a few Sundays before. I understood that here was a message God was trying to teach me. I needed to focus on being joyful in my life.

Application: 

Be alert to the ways that God may be trying to get through to you today. What are some of the themes you keep hearing as you go about your day? How has He spoken to you in the past?


Prayer:

Dear Lord, 
Help us to be able to discern Your voice whether You appear in a spectacular way or in a quiet, whispering way. May we be so in tune with You that we don’t miss what You are trying to say. And, show us how to apply what You want us to learn. Amen.
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
