Focus:

This scripture is viewed as the first messianic prophecy in the Bible. In this scripture, God is addressing the serpent after he tricked Eve into eating the apple. God is telling Satan there will be conflict 
between his people and God’s people. Satan will be able to inflict damage on Jesus (bruise His heel), but ultimately God wins through the sacrifice and resurrection of Jesus. Satan will be defeated (He will bruise your head).

Doesn’t it make all the difference to know that God wins in the end? When we are enduring suffering on the earth, we can take heart and know that God will rule over all the earth and bring an end to evil and suffering because of Jesus. Not only that, but this transfiguration of this world has already started. In her study One Thousand Gifts, Ann Voskamp says that through Jesus, God is working to transfigure the ugly, broken places of this world. He spreads his grace like a healing balm on the cracked, rough places in our lives to bring healing and life. 

Application: 

Evil can seem overwhelming. All we need to do is listen to the news or read the paper to be inundated with the terrible things that are happening around the world and right in our own hometowns. However, God tells us that we are not to be overcome with evil, but that we are to overcome evil with good (Romans 12:21).
